1.  There are six participating Finalist teams.  They will be assigned numbers 1-6 based on inspection and initial operation checks on Monday.

2.  Teams numbered 7, 8, and 9 represent semi-finalists.  The numbers will be assigned based in part on travel requirements, otherwise selected randomly on Monday.

3.  All teams are encouraged to participate as fully as possible in all activities, and to interact informally with other competition attendees and other teams.

4.  Two sets of tests will be conducted simultaneously in two different testing rooms.  Test suites #1 and #2 each allow 2 ½ hours for setup, actual test procedures, and breakdown.  With safety and space limitations, only representatives of the specified teams can be present in the testing rooms during the assigned test intervals. 

5.  Wednesday afternoon is intended to provide additional testing time as needed, to be determined by the judges.

6.  Notice that tests and presentations are conducted in parallel.  Those teams and team members not involved directly in a test should plan to attend the presentations, which are open to the public.
